He holds California POST Advanced,
Supervisory, and Management certificates. Chief Monaghan serves on the adjunct faculty
of the San Mateo Community College District, where he teaches in the Administration of
Justice Program, and as a mentor in the San Mateo Police Activities League and the San
Mateo Public Sector Supervisory Academy.

Chief Monaghan will oversee operations of the Police Department which includes the
Police Services Division, comprised of patrol, investigations, training, parking
enforcement, and crime prevention, and the Emergency Operations Center. He will
oversee 12 sworn personnel, 4 civilian personnel, and 4 volunteer and reserve officers.
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Chief Monaghan said, "l am grateful to Town Manager Greg Chanis for this opportunity
and excited to join the rest of our town's management team as well as the dedicated and
talented men and women of the Tiburon Police Department in service to this vibrant and
